MAIN PURPOSE OF POSITION

The work may  be based in three different settings: 
· In a studio, where you would usually follow a camera script that outlines the order of shots. It may be that you will be using a portable single camera, preferably a DSLR.
· Outside broadcasts, where you will be working within a team of camera operators to film live events such as dance performances, sporting and ceremonial occasions.
· On location, where there is likely to be more opportunity for creativity through suggesting shots to the director of photography.

DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES
Typical production activities include:
· Attending production meetings;
· Attending rehearsals with production crew prior filming to familiarise with performance;
· Assembling, preparing and setting up equipment prior to filming, which may include tripods, monitors, lighting, cables and leads, and headphones;
· Consultation on how best to shoot a performance, explaining the visual impact created by particular shots;
· Finding solutions to technical or other practical problems (e.g. natural light conditions)
· Taking instructions from the Director of Photography;
· Being time conscious and working quickly;
· Demonstrating a good awareness of health and safety issues

Additional work activities may include:
· Driving crew, actors and equipment to and from locations
· Repairing and maintaining equipment;
· Taking sole responsibility in situations where only one camera operator is iinvolved in the filming;
· Keeping up to date with filming methods and equipment
